Post-Enrollment Process

Initial Consultation and Time Management:

Begin by securing study time through an initial consultation. The average study time required to
acquire simple Japanese conversation skill is said to be 150 hours. Dividing this by 8 weeks means
securing approximately 18.75 hours (nearly 19 hours) per week. For individuals busy with work/
school, aiming for short-term success is possible by utilizing commute time for memorization and
reviewing the materials.

Schedule Online Meetings:
Arrange online meeting dates. The aim is to establish a consistent cycle of self-study and coaching
by setting meetings at the same day and time each week.

Assessing Strengths and Weaknesses in the Four Skills:

Next, assess strengths and weaknesses in each of the four skills (reading, listening, writing, and
speaking). Since all skills enhance each other, time-efficient English improvement is achieved by
allocating time as balanced as possible. If your goal is just holding conversation, we could focus
heavily on speaking skill, while still using other materials to maximize the learning.

Material Selection:
Select vocabulary books and practice workbooks according to the student's level.

Homework Assignment:

Break down the amount of practice needed to develop the language ability into daily homework
assignments. Efforts will be made to maintain a well balanced amount of work that is not overly
burdensome, yet allows the student to display their full potential, and weekly online meetings will
be used to make adjustments, identify problems, and find solutions, providing support until the
student passes.
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
